1. Chairman To convene meeting

2. Apologies for absence: Councillors Chandler & Blandford
In attendance: Chairman Land, Councillors Carpenter, Cooper, Lloyd, Moor, Fielder, Holland

3. Confirmation of minutes of July meeting held Monday 14 July 2025
Having been previously circulated, Councillor Moor proposed that the minutes be accepted as a true record,
Councillor Lloyd seconded the motion, which was unanimously carried by all present at the July meeting.

4. Declaration of Members Interests
There were none

5. Public discussion
Mark Page introduced himself as in attendance for the discussion regarding the memorial bench for his
father.

Robin raised the issue of overflowing dog bins. Councillor Lloyd explained that he has been chasing Veolia
regarding this and the general waste bin collections.

Frances raised the issue of the gates at the allotments, which are still causing issues. There is also a plot that
is not being maintained despite having been asked to maintain it and assurances given that it would be. A
discussion took place regarding this. Councillor Fielder proposed that 2 weeks notice be served, Councillor
Holland seconded the motion, which was unanimously agreed.

Frances also raised an idea the allotment holders had regarding sharing of surplus vegetables and a stall/cart
that is accessible by the public. A discussion took place and it was considered a good idea and something
that the council would support.

6. Chairman’s report
The chairman gave an update regarding the forth coming local government reform and Mayoral election
taking place in May 2026 for a Mayor of Essex, with elections the following year for the new unitary council.
Tendring council will cease to exist, probably by 2027.
We are currently waiting for the second phase of the consultation on the revised local plan for the Tendring
district, which will include the sites that have been submitted for development.
We are currently awaiting a decision from the insurers regarding the memorial.
The kerb has been raised opposite the doctors.
Emergency works are being carried out outside the doctors, which is why there are temporary traffic lights
on the High Street.

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Memorial bench

Following a brief introduction from Mark Page and background to his father’s involvement with the village
and organisation of the installation of one of the memorial benches near Rolph School, a discussion took
place regarding potential locations for a memorial bench to David Page. It was agreed that the old bench
that David had organized (located opposite where his shop used to be) be replaced with a new, slightly
larger one with an additional plaque added to it.

Purchase of general maintenance equipment
Councillor Fielder proposed that we set a budget (rolling) of £500 for any safety and maintenance
equipment required by the council. Councillor Lloyd seconded the motion which was unanimously agreed.

Waste disposal
Councillor Fielder suggested a skip with lockable metal canopy be hired by the PC. To be investigated by
Councillor Fieder and Item to be rolled to next months agenda.

Village planters — maintenance

A discussion took place regarding the state of the planters, Colchester Road always looks nice, but in
contrast, some of the others do not. We need to move the planter on Landermere road so that it is not in
the shade, Matt Hull has been asked about this previously. Councillor Fielder proposed a budget of £100 to
redo the planters, Councillor Lloyd seconded the morion which was unanimously carried.

Skate ramp concrete repairs

Following review of the quote and explanation that these repairs are temporary and that further remedial
works will need to be done if the PC retain the lease for the playing field after the court hearing, Chairman
Land proposed that the quote to repair the concrete under the skate ramp be approved. Councillor Cooper
seconded the motion, which was unanimously agreed.

Website redesign
Councillor Lloyd gave a brief overview regarding a website redesign and the council as stakeholders. To be
carried forward as a rolling agenda item.

Tree works

Following a brief discussion regarding the quotes received for the tree works at Lockyers Wood and the Lady
Nelson playing field, Councillor Land proposed that the quote for emergency works from Great Oaktree Land
services be accepted, Councillor Fielder seconded the motion. Councillor Fielder proposed SJH services
guote be approved for the Lady Nelson tree works. Councillor Moor seconded, all were in favour.
